NO ‘AT LARGE’ Dogs within the Village of Edenwold; please refer to

Please walk dogs on leashes at all times within the Village boundaries.   There has been an increase 

in dog incidents this year, ultimately resulting in Bylaw enforcement.  A reminder that all 
dog owners’ must be responsible for their pet(s), at all times. 
 

 2022 Property Tax Notices are due in full December 31st, 2022.  A 3% discount is 
available on or before September 30th, 2022 (Municipal portion). 
 

 2022 SEPTIC TANK pump outs to begin September 14th, 2022; Countryside Septic is 

the company doing the septic tanks this fall at a rate of $130/tank, gst included.  
Please see the sign up sheet in the foyer of the Village office building at 128 
Chamberlain Street.  The charge for residents’ who have signed up on the sheet for 
service; will be added to the Q3 Water and Sewer billing.  Please note that this 
service is optional. 

 

 Council for the Village of Edenwold gave a $200 donation to Stars Rescue.  The 
Village is fortunate to have trained, skilled 1st First Responders’, and it is a great 
cause to show support for Stars Rescue (the benefits from this service, are 
immeasurable). 

 

 SaskTel ESFR Cable Reinforcement has a project proposed for the Village of 
Edenwold along 3rd Avenue and Hinton Street.  You may notice the service 
equipment in the Village until the end of September, 2022. 

 

 As per Government of Saskatchewan’s Building Code Regulations; new law on July 
1st, 2022, to have residential carbon monoxide alarm and smoke alarm systems 
installed and working in all residences’.
