The Village 
amortization expenses with the newer Rink roofing project and the new water pipeline project rose 
significantly.   Many Saskatchewan municipalities faced adverse effects in their 2022 operating budgets 
following service provider increases and carbon tax increases early in that year.  The Village office has 
copies of the complete Financial Statement for review (306-771-4121).
