There has been an increase in continuous dog barking coming from certain residences’ in the Village of 
Edenwold.  If you are a dog owner; please take note; The Animal Control Bylaw specifically states that

 Under The Municipalities Act/ Section 142, Clause 3, Subclause (a) or (b) Annual Public 
Disclosure Statements were reviewed, signed and dated noting any change or not to the 
information each council member has on file.  

 Public Notice is hereby given that any property owner or renter that is 120 days in unpaid 
Utility arrears at yearend; the arrears shall transfer from the Utility account into the Tax Roll 
accounts.  Notice will be issued by Registered mail per The Municipalities Act, Section 369, 
Clause 1, Sub-Clause (b)(ii).
